Ask for Help
“Jesus, I ask for Your help with…”

Say Thank You
“Thank You, Jesus, for spending time with me.

Thank You for Your love, Your peace, and Your presence.”

Ask for His Blessing
“Jesus, please bless me, my family, and my friends. Keep us

safe and filled with Your love.”

“Jesus, I love You. Please stay with me always. Amen.”
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
